that the members of the community of moral inquirers consider valid. Consistency
among the recommendations should be sought but cannot always be achieved.

The community of moral inquirers is open to all who sincerely seek to answer moral
questions by reflecting on their own and others’ experience, by considering relevant
arguments and differing points of view, and by trying to improve their moral
understanding. Persons ought to understand themselves as both individual agents
and members of social groups.

The recommendations of morality can differ sharply from the actual moral beliefs of
various groups, societies, and religions, and from what persons are, psychologically
or on the basis of evolution, inclined to favor. Persons ought to take responsibility
for their moral commitments and for how they live and act. Moral inquiry ought to
be ongoing and its recommendations steadily improving,

No one can state definitively what morality recommends. All can offer persuasive
claims and arguments. Given societies characteristically incorporate what they take
to be certain stringent moral requirements, such as those prohibiting murder and
violent assault, into laws that will be enforced. Other recommendations, such as to
promote the general welfare, are incorporated into political systems, and others
concerning property into economic systems.

Major types of recommendations that have been developed into moral theories are
Kantian morality, utilitarian consequentialism, and virtue ethics. In recent decades, a
new type, a feminist ethics of care, is being developed.
