Since the creation of the fundamental works of K. Jaspers and M. Heidegger, the een
paradigm of existential thinking about the essence of being, on the one hand, — has been ost
supported and interpreted in a multitude of works by a wide variety of authors of the most ﬂ_d
diverse schools, and, on the other hand, — it did not form the basic synthesis of philosophy and SIs,
humanitarian, in particular, philological sciences. That constitutes the main problem of the thesis,
requiring a complex interdisciplinary justification and solution. £s
As any other kind of thinking, the problem of the philosophical foundations of linguistics /
is relevant / actual, regardless of the period of consideration and the main scientific notions / e
paradigms. Therefore, any conscientious work, whose author takes the duty to consider the €
relationship between philosophy and this or that branch of knowledge, will also — always be |

relevant / actual.
To date, there still exists a huge and poorly overcome problem: philosophers are not

interested in linguistics, and linguists on the whole are just superficially philosophical. This is
true of many authors and works: almost all the major philosophers who wrote about the
language, imagined the linguistics very approximately, most often — as an empirical science,
not in touch with the problems of being. Because of this, they constructed their own S,
inventing their own terms, explaining the LANGUAGE — a giant and '
phenomenon — trite and approximately (as I think).
