Hossein Ziai
(06.07.1944 — 24.08.2011)

One of the most outstanding experts on the Illuminationist philosophy, the
eminent Iranian scholar Hossein Ziai, passed away last summer.

Professor Ziai received his B.S. in Intensive Mathematics and Physics from
Yale University in 1967, and his Ph.D. in Islamic Philosophy from Harvard Uni-
versity in 1976. He taught at Tehran University, Sharif University, Harvard Uni-
versity, Brown University, and Oberlin College, before becoming the professor
of Islamic and Iranian Studies at UCLA in 1988. Until his untimely death, he
was the director of Iranian Studies at this university and held the Jahangir and
Eleanor Amuzegar Chair in Iranian Studies.

Ziai published several books and many articles on Islamic philosophy, in par-
ticular on the Illuminationist school of philosophy and its founder Shihab al-Din
Suhrawardi. He authored the monograph Knowledge and Illumination, published
two commentaries on Suhrawardi’s Hikmat al-Ishrag (one by Shahrazuri (13th
century CE), the other by an anonymous Indian author) and, together with John
Walbridge, translated into English Suhrawardi’s magnum opus. He contributed
many chapters to edited volumes and wrote numerous articles on Iranian intellec-
tual tradition.

In the last general meeting of the Société Internationale d’Histoire des
Sciences et de la Philosophie Arabes et Islamiques (SITHSPAI), which took place
in London in December 2010, Professor Ziai was elected as President of this
society (previously he had served as its Vice-President).
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Professor Ziai was the Editor-in-Chief and Founder of the Bibliotheca Irani-
ca: Intellectual Traditions Series. He served on the editorial boards of many in-
ternational academic journals.

He was a member of the editorial board of the Ishraq since the first issue and
was working on an article on Suhrawardi, which he had promised to prepare for
the Ishragq, but his death did not allow him to complete it.

It is earnestly hoped that Ziai’s scholarly work — in particular his research
on Suhrawardi and his Illuminationist school — will be continued by scholars of
younger generation.

May his spirit ascend towards the Light of lights and unite with it!
