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The articles of the collection are devoted to literary criticism about Dostoevsky
during the Silver Age, the formation and first steps of Russian Dostoevsky studies in
the 1910s — 1920s, and the comprehension of philosophical and psychological and
psychiatric discourses about the writer of the 1890-1920s.
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
